Billedkunstneren Jens Hedin fremstiller 
menneskelige plateauer som parafraser i 
en neo-klassisk symbolik, hvor han uden 
omsvøb, og knivskarpt som var det skåret 
med et barberblad, viser en virkelighed der 
ætser sig fast på nethinden.
